Cheryl the Leader of Cylch Meithrin Awel y Mynydd set a target
to develop the Welsh language skills for all staff. All staff

members were enrolled onto the Camau Mynediad course to
develop their Welsh language skills.

As Welsh is the only language used in the Cylch Meithrin, 
Cheryl set a target for all staff to start the Camau Mynediad
course. Cheryl wanted to the team to strengthen their
confidence to use their Welsh language skills. Camau also
provided a way to ensure the continued professional
development of the team. 

The staff found the resources that supported the course
useful as they were able to download and print them to
display in the Cylch , staff also took screen shots of the
course to refer to and practice which supported their
learning. All staff have continued their learning journey
and enrolled on the Foundation level. 

The team have been able to support and inspire each other on their learning journeys and have all completed
the Mynediad level. Staff feel the course has supported them with Welsh phrases and that there’s consistency in
them all using the same words and phrases they have learnt on the course, with the children and each other.
All staff’s confidence has improved which has had a positive impact on them as a team. Staff with prior Welsh
language skills felt the course provided them with a recap in knowledge particular pronouncing words, learning
new words and understanding soft mutations.
